Step 1

Remove the power supply from the metal frame on the
underside of the chair. Remove packaging from handheld
remote control. Place the remote control on the seat base,
ensuring the cable will not be in the way during Step 2.

Step 2
Lift the back rest to align the metal receivers with the
metal posts of the chair base.

Allow the posts to slide into the receivers (Figure A), and
press down firmly on the top of the backrest until a click is
heard on each side.

Step 3
Locate the power cables on the back rest, and connect to
their respective plugs on the chair base (Figure B).

Step 4

Replace the fabric back cover and fasten with velcro on
the underside of the chair base. Slide the back rest wings
onto each side of the back rest

Step 5
Plug the power supply into the outlet located at the
bottom right of the chair base.
